ANSWERS

	1
	D — The 1973 model year Cougar out-produced the 1972 Cougar by 6,927 cars.


	2
	B — The body style code (93) is for an XR-7, but the sequential unit portion of the VIN (540080) is 10,000 units less than the sequential unit number of the first known production XR-7 (550080), which wasn't introduced until January, 1968.


	3
	B — The 390 CID engine was discontinued in the Cougar line after the 1969 model year.


	4
	D — The 1967 TransAm Manufacturer's Championship went to Ford's Mustang.


	5
	B — The Cleveland 351 wasn't introduced to Cougars until the 1970 model year.


	6
	C — 1970 California Cougar fuel tanks hold 20 gallons. Cougars for all other states have a capacity of 22 gallons.


	7
	B — The 1968 Cougar has a total of 18 exterior light bulbs. They are:

4 Headlights (two each high and low beam bulbs)

2 Front turn signal bulbs

2 Front side marker bulbs

2 Rear license plate bulbs

6 Rear tail light/brake/signal bulbs (three each side)

2 Back-up light bulbs
(The rear side markers were reflectors, so they had no bulbs)

	B — The 1969 model year Cougar was the first to use one vacuum motor to operate both headlight doors.


	9
	C — There are seven "gills" on each side of a 1967 XR-7.


	10
	B — The GT-E and XR7-G options were only offered during the 1968 model year.

	11
	C — The first Mercury automobiles were introduced by Edsel Ford in 1939.


	12
	A — The XR7-G option did not include a specific engine. If no optional engine was ordered, the car would have come with the standard engine for XR-7s. That would be the 302 2V (Code F)


	13
	B — According to Pat Derby, who handled and trained all of the classic Cougar spokescats, the first spokescat was named Tanya. Chauncey, who was better known, took over in 1969. Christopher became the spokescat when Chauncey died in 1975, and Trixi was nightshift hostess at the Bob's Big Boy in Glendale.


	14
	C — The 351C Cobra Jet engine became available on May 17, 1971, during the 1971 model year.


	15
	B — According to the magazine ads, the 1967 Cougar had "untamed elegance."


	16
	A — Oil pressure gauges were installed on the passenger side of XR-7 dashboards during the 1967 and 1968 model years. Since it is virtually impossible for the driver to see it in this position, the oil pressure gauge was presumably located on the right side of the dash so passengers could share in the Cougar driving experience.


	17
	A — The 1969 model year is the only classic Cougar to have an entirely horizontal grille without a body color insert.


	18
	B — During the 1969 model year, 2,250 Eliminators were produced. During the 1970 model year, 2,267 Eliminators were produced, so the answer is 1970, by 17 units.


	19
	D — The Bronze Age option package was only offered on Cougars during the 1973 model year.


	20
	A — The correct answer is A. The 1967 Dan Gurney Special option package came with Turbine wheel covers.


	21
	C — Ford's Design Studio referred to what would become the Cougar as Project T7.


	22
	B — The FMX automatic transmission became available during the 1969 model year. The FMX was optional with 351W engines.

	23
	C — Even though the Pony Car genre was named for the Mustang, Plymouth's Barracuda actually beat Mustangs into dealer showrooms by 17 days. Maybe they should have been called Guppy Cars!


	24
	B — The hound’s tooth trim option was only available on 1970 model year Cougars.


	25
	D — The "G" in XR7-G stood for Gurney. The XR7-G was supposed to honor race car driver, Dan Gurney.


	26
	C — The name "Eliminator" was first seen by motor sports fans on "Dyno Don” Nicholson's 1966 Comet funny car.


	27
	A — Based on the number of VIN engine codes assigned by Lincoln-Mercury, there were seven engine variations available during the 1968 model year, including the 427 4V, although it was only available with the GT-E option. The 1969 model year comes in second with six different engine offerings, including two versions of the 428 4V.

	B — John Aiken led the Lincoln-Mercury Advanced Styling Studio team that was responsible for the final Project T7 design, which ultimately became the 1967 Cougar.


	29
	B — The original MSRP for a 1968 XR-7 was $3,232.


	30
	C — During Cougar's first two model years, the vinyl top option was referred to as an "Oxford Roof."


	31
	C — The largest displacement engine ever offered in a classic Cougar was the CJ 429 4V, which was added to the option list during the 1971 model year in two versions (Code C and Code J with Ram Air).


	32
	B — The car would have to be a GT-E because the 427 was never offered in any other Cougar.


	33
	A — Jaguar supposedly sued Lincoln-Mercury because the stalking cat logo was too close in design to Jaguar's leaping cat. Jaguar is said to have won the suit, which is supposed to explain why the word "Cougar" appears under the cat logo on all 1967 and 1968 Cougar grille badges, except for those on the first few pre-introduction 1967 show cars, like Cougar #1.


	34
	D — You should see a 390 4V (Code S) under the hood of a 1967 GT because the 390 4V was part of the GT performance option. The 390 you find under the hood should also have the chrome dress-up kit, which was another part of the GT option package.

	35
	A — The primary difference between the R and Q code engines is that the R Code came equipped with Ram-Air induction, which included a functional hood scoop.


	36
	C — If there's a black crackle finish on the instrument panel, you are in an Eliminator (the only option package or model to have this feature), so the car must be a 1969 or 1970 model because Eliminators were only offered during those model years.


	37
	A — The answer is yes. If the car is a 1968 standard, it could be a numbers matching car, even with a 289 2V under the hood. After December 15, 1967 Lincoln-Mercury began installing 289 2V engines in standard Cougars as a cost-cutting measure.


	38
	A — Based on MSRPs at the time of the XR-7's introduction, the difference in price between a 1967 standard ($2,851) and an XR-7 ($3,081) was $230.


	39
	B — The 351C 4V had more horsepower (300 hp) than the Boss 302 (290 hp).


	40
	B — The model year code in this VIN (the first digit) says the car is a 1968 model, but the body series code (94) is for an XR-7 convertible. Classic Cougars weren't available in a convertible body style until 1969.


	41
	D — Ed Leslie was one of the three principal drivers on the Lincoln-Mercury factory TransAm Cougar team that finished second in manufacturer championship points during the 1967 season. The other primary drivers were Parnelli Jones and Team Captain, Dan Gurney.


	42
	B — Three-point safety restraints for front seat occupants became standard equipment mid-way through the 1968 model year, but 1969 was the first full model year in which three-point belts were standard equipment.



	43
	B — Martin Luther King, Jr. was assassinated on April 4, 1968, so the Cougar in Mercury dealer showrooms was the 1968 model.


	44
	D — Ford eliminated the Mustang platform on which the Cougar had been based from 1967 through 1973. For the 1974 model year, Lincoln-Mercury had a choice between downsizing the Cougar to the Mustang II chassis or upsizing to the mid-size Torino platform. They chose to upsize the Cat.


	45
	C — Cougar #1 was restored by Elaine and Jim Pinkerton, and they live in Snohomish, Washington.

	46
	B — One out of every seven Cougars produced during the 1967 and 1968 model years was painted Lime Frost Green (Color code I).


	47
	C — Dewayne "Tiny" Lund won NASCAR's 1968 Grand American series driver championship in the #16 car driven by Dan Gurney in the 1967 TransAm race series. The car was one of at least two former TransAm cars modified by Bud Moore. Another modified 1967 TransAm Cougar was driven by Swede Savage.

	D — The quote attributed to "Dyno" Don was made in reference to the Boss 429 engine. Lincoln-Mercury produced two 1970 model year cars with Boss 429 engines, one of which was given to drag racer Don Nicholson to develop as a race car. The 429 didn't become an actual Cougar option until the 1971 model year.

	A — Sheffield Silver Metallic was only offered as an exterior paint option during the 1967 model year.


	50
	B — The brand new Mercury Cougar was first introduced to the public at Principal Motors in Monterey, California.
